Modern Portraits from You Are Art

For the ultimate in personalisation why not grace your
speakers with a modern portrait from You Are Art?

You Are Art create fabulous modern portraits in a number
of styles to suit your taste and interior. It works like this:

1. You supply them with a photograph

2. You choose the style of portrait you want
from one of the 5 styles currently available

3. You decide on any colour preferences you have
to fit in with your interior

4. Their artists get to work and in about two weeks
produce a draft of the portrait for your approval.

5. You ask for any amendments to be made and
following your approval your portrait is ready
to be produced.

Your portrait is then printed by Artcoustic on a special
acoustic material stretched onto a screen and is then ready
to be fitted on your Artcoustic speakers

The portrait process in action

The following pictures show an illustrated walk through of the
process from commissioning of the portrait to production of the

speaker. The portrait style in this case is the graphic style.
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Looking at the image we felt that it would look better when
mirrored.

The client had chosen the DF75-55 speakers, so to decide the
composition of the finished piece we did a number of crops of
the photo using the correct proportions of the speaker:

Once the client has chosen the crop, our artists get to work and in about 2
weeks come back to you with a draft of the picture showing how it would work
in the colours you have chosen (in this case the client wanted to see it in beige)
but also showing how it would work in a number of other colours that we think
may work.

Once the client has approved the image, Artcoustic then print
it onto a special acoustic fabric material and the speaker cover
itself is produced.

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Artwork submission guide

You may also submit your own artwork or photography to be applied to any ARTCOUSTIC speaker except the DF-
MULTI range, Diablo C-1, Diablo Sub Panel Subwoofer, and Diablo Target. For digital artwork orders, there is a
minimum order of 2 pieces per model size but each can be different artwork. Submission procedures are as follows:

Artwork must be supplied on a CD-ROM disc or by email.
File format: JPG (good quality setting) or TIFF. Adobe RGB1998 profile

The file size must be at least as large as the size of the screen in mm. and at a resolution of at least 120 dpi (dots
per inch). Try to choose artwork or photos that have proportions similar to the screen. This is especially important
when submitting files for the DFF180-43, DFC150-36 or DFF120-43 models, which are very tall and narrow.
If the picture is not the same proportions or ratio, provide CROP MARKS on the file and printed proofs to show where
you would like us to crop the artwork or photograph.

Below dimensions are all included 20mm bleed (10mm top, 10mm bottom, 10mm left side and 10mm right
side) a total of 20mm on both the X and Y axis

Be sure to let us know if your speaker orientation is horizontal or vertical and include specific instructions on cropping,
borders, etc.

For your information: Please note that in some cases colours can differ with 8-10% from the original colours, reason

being that colours printed on paper will always be slightly more saturated than if the same colours are printed on
fabric.
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
